In early 2010, Leon McCarron set off from New York on a solo, unsupported bicycle tour headed in the direction of Hong Kong. The plan was vague but ambitious; to bike across the world whilst shooting a documentary of the journey. The first 6,000 miles took him across North America to Vancouver and down the west coast to Mexico. The next 2,000 miles covered both islands of New Zealand, before Leon flew to Australia and rode 2,500 miles along the east coast. 

The final leg of the trip began in Bangkok. Leon pedalled through Cambodia, Laos, Vietnam and China before reaching the final destination of Hong Kong. Instead of coming straight home, Leon flew to France for his last adventure and completed a late addition to the route – Paris to London. Along the way he spoke with and interviewed people from all walks of life – from a multi-millionaire lawyer in New York to a homeless trombone player in Michigan; from a Philippino Elvis impersonator in Cambodia to a Japanese artist in Paris walking around Europe wearing only flip flops. Leon has slept in luxury five star hotels and below-par roadside ditches. He paid for neither. He has been chased on 4 continents by a diverse selection of threats such as bears, tornados, drunk mid-Westerners with rifles and knife wielding Chinese motorists.

When Leon arrived at St. Paul’s Cathedral on the March 5, he had covered over 14,000 miles on four continents in just under a year and, with the exception of ocean crossings, had taken no public transport. The expedition was also a filmmaking endeavour. Leon took interview footage with people he met, covering their passions and interests. He also shot material illustrating his own journey. He will edit this into a feature documentary over the coming months.

Leon McCarron is a 24-year old filmmaker from the north coast of Northern Ireland. He studied film at the University of Kent, Canterbury and lived in the city for 4 years before moving to New York for six months. Leon is now based in London and will keep his website  – www.leonmccarron.com - up to date regarding the expedition and future plans.
